SITUATIONS IN THE Kankarbagh Division, Patna Municipal Corporation OF PMC. Area in conformity with the scope of work and other terms and condition as specified in this RFP. The Authority intends to select the Contractor/agency on Latest Schedule of Rate upto 1.00 lakhs rupees only.
Due diligence by Applicants
Applicants are encouraged to inform themselves full about the assignment and the local conditions before submitting the Proposal by paying a visit to the Authority and the Project site, sending written queries to the Authority, and attending a Pre-Proposal Conference on the date and time specified in Details of schedule for the bid.
Sale of RFP Document
RFP document can bed own loaded from the website of www.eproc2.bihar.gov.in. Based on this technical evaluation, a list of Empaneled agencies shall be prepared and published on Kankarbagh Division, Patna Municipal Corporation notice board. In the next stage after this RFP, Authority can allot work on Latest Schedule of Rate upto 1.00 Lakhs Rupes only. The agencies need to respond on short notices within 24 hours and start the work immediate after issue of work order/ LOA (Letter of Acceptance).
